The jurisdictions of the CPI are exclusively restricted according to the order (55) for year
2004 and represented by the following:

1. CPI entitles to present investigation cases involve corruption to the judicial
investigator.

2. CPI entitles to forward the information of any suspected employee who violates
the Code of Conduct to the minister or the inspector general or his department’s
director that has no affiliation with any ministry.

3. CPI entitles to issue organizational and obligatory lists requiring officials to
declare their finance interests.

4. CPI entitles to propose a legislation laws related to anti-corruption.

Thus, CPI does not seek any information, files or any matters from the ministries and
entities not affiliated with any ministry. However, the CPI function constrained to
administrative corruption investigation according to the law and the obtainable evidence
against the suspect.

In addition, CPI has the right to forward any reported information pertain to the Code of
Conduct violation to the authorized minister, Inspector general or the to the department
director that has no affiliation with any ministry to conduct administrative investigation.
CPI has no authority over the administrative investigation process, or neither to take any
measures to prevent or to avert the investigation to take place because it is only
empowered by the authorized ministry and the inspector general department.
