Pursuant to what was approved by the Council of Representatives in accordance with item (first) of Article (61) and Para. (A)/ Item 5 of Article (138) of the Constitution, 

the Presidency Council has decided in its session dated 11 Aug. 2009 to issue the following law: 

No. 15 of 2009
Amendment Law on the Law of Penal Code No. 111 of 1969
Article (1): Article (243) of the Penal Code No. 111 of 1969 shall be amended to be read as following: 

Any person who falsely notifies a legal or administrative authority of an offence that he knows not to have occurred, who maliciously notifies any of those authorities that someone committed an offence while being aware that these information are false, who concocts material evidence to prove that someone committed an offence contrary to the truth or who is instrumental in bringing legal proceedings against another person while being aware of that person's innocence and anyone who notifies the competent authorities of certain matters regarding an offence while being aware that they are false shall be punishable by the maximum penalty imposed on the crime which the informant has accused that person of committing if the informant’s false notification was proven but the penalty must not exceed 10 years. 

Article (2): 

This law shall enter into force on the date of its publication in the Official Gazette. 

Justifying Reasons

In order to limit the misuse of the role of informant by individuals who wish to cause moral or physical damage to people and in order to limit their influence and their attempts to mislead the judiciary, this law has been promulgated. 
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
