The Presidency Council 
Pursuant to what was approved by the Council of Representatives based on the provisions of article 61/first and paragraph (A) of article 138/ 5 of the constitution, 

The Presidency Council has decided in its session held on 9 Nov. 2008 to enact the following law: 

Law No. (44) of 2008

Amendment Law on the Elections Law of Provincial, Districts and Sub-districts Councils No. (36) of 2008

Article 1: Article (52) shall be added to the Elections Law of Provincial, Districts and Sub-districts Councils No. 36 of 2008 and shall be read as following: 

First: The following components shall be granted the following number of seats allocated for the Provincial Councils. 

Baghdad: One seat for Christians and one seat for Sabians. 

2- Ninawa: One seat for Christians, one seat for Yazidis and one seat for Shabak. 

3 – Basra: One seat for Christians. 

Second: The candidate should indicate whether he/she wants to nominate for the general seats, as stated in Chapter 3 of the law, or for the seats allocated for components as stated in this article. Candidates of components mentioned above in Para. First shall not have a right to nominate to compete for the general seats. 

Third: Seats shall be granted to the lists which will win the largest number of votes according to the number of seats allocated for components in the governorates stated in paragraph First hereof. 

Fourth: Independent Political Entities which represent the components and which are exclusively registered in the Commission shall be included with the reserved seats. 

Fifth: Items mentioned above in Paragraph First shall be applicable to the Elections of Provincial Councils for 2009 and the components’ seats shall be allocated on a later date according to the general census results. 

Article 2: This law shall enter into force as from the date of its ratification and shall be published in the official gazette.                      

Justifying Reasons

In order to enable components to have representation in the provincial councils, to make their voices heard and to present their problems and rights in these councils, this law has been promulgated.
