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RCC Resolution number: 57.

Date: March 28, 1992.

According the provisions of Paragraph A of Article 42 of the Constitution, the RCC decided the following:

1. A Felony Court has the jurisdiction to look into geographical jurisdiction dispute between courts within its area.

2. The Court of Appeal in its cassation function has the jurisdiction to look into geographic jurisdiction disputes between two Felony Courts within its area; between two Misdemeanor Courts or two Investigative Courts that are under a Felony Court within the same area. 

3. The Penal Board of the Court of Cassation has the jurisdiction to look into geographical jurisdiction disputes between two courts, when each one of them is within an appellate area.

4. Any text in contradiction to this Resolution shall null and void.

5. This Resolution is valid on the date of its publication in the official gazette.
