RCC Resolution number 1042 of 1979
Date: August 11, 1979

According to provisions of Paragraph A of Article 42 of the Constitution, the RCC in its session held on 11/08/1979 decided the following:

1. An army officer shall not be subject to confinement, detention, arrest, investigation or trial by a non- military authority without an approval from the chief commander of the armed forces, his deputy or whoever authorized by the his deputy.
2. Abolished *.
3. The provisions of this Resolution are not applicable if the person accused committed a flagrante crime. 
4. Any text in contradiction to this Resolution shall be null and void.

5. This Resolution is to be published in the official gazette and its provisions to be carried out by the ministers.
