RCC Resolution number 133 of 1985
Date: January 29,1985

According to provisions of Paragraph A of Article 42 of the Constitution, the RCC on its session held on 29/1/1985 decided the following:

1. Execution of a punishment or absolute measures of freedom restriction issued by any military, civil, special, juvenile court or by any other judicial body can be delayed by a republican decree whither this punishment is principal or alternative. The delay can be abolished by another republican decree.

2. The delay period should be stated in the decree. Otherwise this period expires on the day of the legal expiration of the punishment or the measures.

3. Social Reform authority or other authorities that carry out implementation of the punishment must release the sentenced individual at receiving the delay decree after informing him the necessity of his presence to carry out the delayed punishment in case the delay was abolished.

4. If punishment delay was abolished then authorities mentioned in Paragraph 3 to issue an arrest warrant for the released in order to execute the delayed part of the punishment.

5. The delayed part of the punishment will cease to be valid if the delay period is expired and  no decree was issued to abolish it.

6. This Resolution is valid on the date of its publication in the official gazette.
