RCC Resolution number: 141 of 2002
Date: July 31, 2002
According to provisions of Paragraph A of Article 42 of the Constitution, the RCC decided the following:
Firstly:
1- If a judge through examination of a lawsuit found out that a right of the state was transgressed or not fulfilled then he must issue a decision in which he informs the transgressed authority in order to claim its right.

2- The transgressed authority must institute a lawsuit before a competent court within 15 days of the date of being acknowledged by the court mentioned in paragraph 1.

3- The public prosecution can institute a lawsuit for cases mentioned in paragraph 1 in coordination with the transgressed authority. 

Secondly:

1. The Minister of Justice should form a body in the ministry to check decisions issued for cases mentioned in paragraph 1 of this Resolution to correct the work of the judge or the prosecutor and the results of their work for the benefit of the state. A memorandum in this regard is to be submitted to the Minister of Justice.
2. The Minister of Justice to send the recommendation of this body to the Presidential Affairs Office with his opinion of rewarding this judge or prosecutor.
Thirdly: The Minister of Justice may issue regulations to facilitate the fulfillment of this Resolution.
Fourthly: Resolution is valid on the date of its publication in the official gazette. 
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
