RCC Resolution number: 609 of 1987
Date: August 12, 1987
According to provisions of Paragraph A of Article 42 of the Constitution, the RCC in its session held on 12/8/1987 decided the following:
1. The word “criminal” replaces the word “convicted”, and the phrase “criminalization decision” replaces the phrase “conviction decision” when the accused is convicted for turpitude (e.g. robbery, embezzlement, breach of trust, forgery, bribery and crimes related to economy destruction).  

2. This Resolution is valid on the date of its publication in the official gazette.
