According to provisions of Paragraph A of Article 42 of the Constitution, the RCC in its session held on 5/1/1983 decided the following:
1. Committing any of the crimes stated in Trade Organizing Law No. 20 of 1970 is considered an aggravating circumstance under Articles 135 and 136 of the Penal Code No. 111 of 1969. A court can’t ask for an extenuating circumstance for these crimes.
